Sounds easy, 

but really, this is a lifelong learning process that begins at home and 

expands to school and all other areas of life. 

     Philip Yancey has written a book called I was Just Wondering.  In 

this book he begins each section with many questions and then tells 

stories, anecdotes that shed some light on the questions.  For me the 

questions and discoveries lead to more questions.  I greatly appreciate 

his approach in searching for answers by relying on Scripture and the 

direction it gives in our lives.  Our God is a great creator and we image 

him in our creative activities.  Our God is a gracious redeemer and 

Saviour.  Our Saviour has promised to return and once more make his 

dwelling with men on earth.  Let us keep living each day wondering 

about the creation and the creator but sure in the knowledge of our 

God.
